OPERATING EXPENDITURES

This legislation establishes an Office of Administrative Hearings in the Department of Administration.  This 
new office would conduct hearings for banking (AS 06), securities (AS 45.55) and corporations (AS 10.06). 
The office will also conduct any hearings under the Uniform Partnership Act (AS 32.06) and for limited 
liability corporations (AS 10.50.408).  The division has few hearings in any of these areas making it difficult 
to estimate, with any degree of reliability, the cost of hearings.  Based upon the division’s experience, there 
may be no hearings for several years.  Last year there was a single hearing that cost $75.0.  The cost of 
hearings is a function of the complexity, level of expertise, and amount of time required to hear the case.
