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Sponsor Statement

CS HB 64 (FIN)

“An Act relating to permanent motor vehicle registration; and providing for an effective date.”

The purpose of CS HB64 (FIN) is to offer the choice of permanent registration for personal-use, non-commercial trailers and certain motor vehicles when applied for at the Division of Motor Vehicles.

Permanent Motor Vehicle Registration

· Would be available to motor vehicles that are eight years or older

· Would cost $25, in addition to the regular biennial registration fee

· Provide the owner with the option of selecting the regular two-year, biennial, registration

· Is not transferable when ownership of the vehicle changes

Permanent Trailer Registration

· Would allow the owners of non-commercial trailers the same access to permanent registration that the 20th Legislature (HB404) extended to the owners of commercial trailers in 1998
· Provide the owner with the option of selecting the regular two-year, biennial, registration

· Would cost $25, in addition to the regular biennial registration fee

· Is not transferable when ownership of the vehicle changes

If passed, CS House Bill 64 (FIN) will result in a savings of nearly $19 million annually for Alaskan consumers.
