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Crystal and Pam,

See attached for an updated budget for Phase 1 work at 1500 W Benson. The total estimated
Phase 1 cost is now $3,670,541. The cost has increased due to temporary walls required on
the second and fourth floors, and additional workstation for those floors. The new walls will
require engineered drawings and a building permit, which have been anticipated in the costs.

Cautions:

We need to make sure that the legislature understands we’re not doing anything that will

improve comfort on the 2"d and 41 floors. To the contrary, the temporary offices will
likely make it even more difficult to balance heating/cooling/ventilation. We can only
address comfort on those floors when they are ready to authorize a more comprehensive
renewal of each floor.

We also need to make sure that the legislature understands we aren’t updating any
finishes. The only new paint will be on the new ‘temporary” walls.

Workstations for the relocation still need to be identified/located. 1t’s possible that used
workstations can be obtained from DOA. We’ve included a budget allowance to
procure/install those workstations.

The extent of temporary walls on the 4™ floor could trigger ADA upgrades. If that

happens, then the legislature may need to make-do without new walls on the 41 floor.
We won’t know if this is an issue until MOA reviews a building permit application.

I’m running to a meeting, but will be available after 1pm to discuss this further.
