Section 1 of the bill extends the termination date from 2011 to 2016 for certain statutes relating to 
the use, operation, and regulation of boats, a uniform state waterway marking system, and civil 
liability for boat owners. 
 
Section 2 of the bill provides for an immediate effective date for the Act. 
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
