Division of Juvenile Justice recommended amendments to House CS for CS for Senate Bill 30 (JUD\Q) if adopted by House Judiciary

If the House Judiciary Committee adopts the Senate Judiciary committee version of SB30 (JUD\Q) the Department of Health and Social Services, Division of Juvenile Justice recommends the following amendments:
1. Division of Juvenile Justice Jurisdiction 
AS 47.12.030(b) contains a list of offenses that are outside the jurisdictions of the Division of Juvenile Justice, including alcohol offenses, traffic tickets, and fish and game violations. The new misconduct involving marijuana violations established under SB 30 (JUD\Q)  are District Court offenses and need to be added to the existing list. This change was made to SB 30 (FIN/T) (See Section 39, page 26).
In version SB 30 (JUD\Q) we recommend amending AS 47.12.030(b) to add a new subsection to read:
(7) AS 17.38.220(2) related to access to marijuana establishments; and

(8) AS 17.38.220(3) related to the possession, use, or display of marijuana.
2. Youth Court referrals.
We recommend adding provisions that allow for underage violators of the marijuana possession offenses to have their fines reduced from $300 to $50 if they complete a diversion program (Youth Court) or state approved marijuana education or treatment program. These provisions were included in SB 30(FIN\T) (see Section 14, Page 12-13). 
The provision mirrors language under consideration in the Title IV (alcohol) rewrite in SB 99. 

3. Juvenile Confidentiality.
 The Senate Judiciary Committee discussed the need to provide some level of confidentiality for juvenile’s cited for the new marijuana offenses created by SB 30. The SB 30 (FIN\T) adopted language to remove the Courtview records related to juvenile marijuana offenses (Section 32, 17.38.240, page 21) once the case is closed.  
We recommend adding the confidentiality language to the SB30 (JUD\Q).
