FISCAL NOTE ANALYSIS

HB 222 removes the requirement that applicants for a new license or renewal to practice manicuring complete 250 hours 
of instruction in manicuring, if the applicant holds a valid license to practice manicuring that was issued on or before 
December 31, 2015.

If the bill passes the division will require $5.0 to cover legal costs to amend regulations, printing, and postage in the first 
year. 

Professional licensing programs within the Division of Corporations, Business and Professional Licensing are funded 
by Receipt Supported Services, fund source 1156 Rcpt Svcs (DGF). Licensing fees for each occupation are set per AS 
08.01.065 so the total amount of revenue collected approximately equals the occupation’s actual regulatory costs. 
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
