• "Farm and Food Products" means any agricultural, 

horticultural, forest or other product of the soil or water, 

including but not limited to, fruits and fruit products, 

vegetables, eggs, dairy products, meat and meat products, 

poultry and poultry products, fish and fish products, 

shellfish and shellfish products, grain and grain products, 

apple cider, kombucha, ornamental and vegetable plants, 

nursery products, fiber or fiber products, firewood, and 

cut flowers
