CHAP. 88.—An Act To authorize the construction, maintenance, and operation
of 5 bridge acrom the Tombigbee River near Old Cotwon Gin Port, in Monroe County,
M ississippi.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That the board of supervisors
of Monroe County, Mississippi, is hereby authorized to construct,
maeintain, and operate a bm&e and approaches thereto across the
.Tombszee River, at a point suitable to the interests of navigation,
near Old Cotton Gin Port, in Monroe County, Mississippi, in accord-
ance with the provisions of an Act entitled ‘*An Act to regulate the
construction of bridges over navigable waters,” approved March
twenty-third, nineteen hundred and six.

Seoc. 2. That the right to alter, amend, or repeal this Act is hereby
expressly reserved.

Approved, March 9, 1914.

CHAP. 38.—An Act To extend the time for constructing a bridge acmas the
Mississippi River at the town gite of Sartell, Minnesota.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That the time for oommenc'mﬁ
and completing the bridge authorized by the Act of Congressapprove
August twenty-fourth, nineteen hundred and twelve, to be built across
the Mississippi River, at the town site of Sartell, Stearns County,
Minnesota, 1s hereby extended to one year and three years, respec-
tively, from date of approval hereof.

SEc. 2. That the right to alter, amend, or repesl this Act is hereby
expressly reserved.

CRAYP. 37.—Ap Act To suthorize the President of the United States tn locate,
construct, 2nd operate railroads in the Territory of Alaskn, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America tn Congress assembied, That the President of the
United States is hc. by empowered, authorized, and directed to
adopt and use a name by which to designate the railroad or railroads
and properties to be located, owned, acquired, or operated under
the anthority of this Act; to employ suck officers, agents, or agen-
cies, in his discretion, as may be necessary to ensable him to carry
out the purposes of this Act; to suthorize and require such officers,
sgents, or agencies to perform any or ell of the duties imposed upon
him by the terms of this Act; to detail and require any officer or
officers in the Engineer Corps in the Army or Navy to orm serv-
ice under this Act; to fix the compensation of officers, agents,

or emplogaecis appointed or designated by him; to designate and pose

cause to_be located a route or routes for a line or lines of railroad in
the Territory of Alasks not to exceed in the aggregate one thousand
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miles, to be so located aa to connect one or more of the open Pacific

That it is the intent pnd purposs of Co through this Act
to suthorize and empower the President of t Unitcdugsmtes and
he is hereby fully suthorized and empowered, through such ofﬁr:ers,
agents, or agencies ns he may eppoint or employ, to do all necessary
acts -nd things in addition to those specially authorized in this
Act . enable him to sccomplish the purposes and objects of this Act.

The President is heroby authorized te withdraw, locate, and dis- wed

poss of, under such rules and regulations as he may prescribe, such
erea or areas of the public domain along the line or lines of such
}»mposed railroad or railroads for town-site purposes as he may
rom time to time designate.

Terminal and station grounds and rights of way through the
lands of the United States in the Territory of Alasks are hereby
.ranted for the construction of railroads, telegraph and telephone
fines authorized by this Act, and in all patents for lands hereafter
taken up, entered or located in the Terntory of Alaska there shall
be expressed that there is reserved to the United States a right of
way for the construction of railroads, telegraph and telephone lines
to the extent of one hundred feet on either side of the center line
of any such road and twenty-five feet on either side of the center
line of any such telegraph or telephone lines, and the President
may, in such manner as he deems advisable, make reservation of such
lands as are or mey be uneeful for furnishing materials for construc-
tion and for stations, terminals, docks, and for such other p
in connection with the construction and operation of such railroad
lines &s he may deem necessary and desirable.

Sec. 2. That the cost of the work authorized by this Act shall
not exceed $35,000,000, and in executinga the authority granted by
this Act the President shall not expend nor obligate the United
States to expend more than the said sum; and there 1s hereby appro-
priated, vt of any money in the Treaswy not otherwise spproprni-
ated, the sum of $1,000,000 to be used for carrying out the provisions
of this Act, to continue available until expended.

Sec. 3. That all moneys derived from the lesse, sale, or disposal
of any of the public lands, including townsites, in Alaska, or the coal
or mineral therein contained, or the timber thereon, and the earnings
of said railroed or railroads, together with the earpings of the tele-
graph and telephone lines constructed under this Act, above mnin-
tenance charges and operating expenses, shall be paid into the Treas-
ury of the United States as other miscellaneous receipts are paid,
and a seperate account thereof shall be kept and annuslly reported
to Congress.

Sec. 4. That the officers, nts, or agencies placed in charge of
the work by the President shall msake to the ident annuazlly,
and at such other [penods as may be required by the President or
by either House of Congress, full and complete reports of ell their
acts and doi and of all mon:g: received and expended in the
construction of said work and io the operation of said work or works
and in the performance of their duties in connection therewith. The
annual reports herein provided for shall be by the President trans-
mitted to Congress.
