(b) An agent that violates a provision in AS 13.26.326 - 13.26.359 is liable to 22 

the principal or the principal's successors in interest for the amount required to 23

(2) reimburse the principal or the principal's successors in interest for 26 

the attorney fees and costs paid on the agent's behalf.

principal's estate plan for failure to preserve the plan. 28

of the principal is not liable solely because the agent also benefits from the act or has 30 

an individual or conflicting interest in relation to the property or affairs of the 31 
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principal. 1 

(e) If an agent is selected by the principal because of special skills or expertise 2 

possessed by the agent or in reliance on the agent's representation that the agent has 3 

special skills or expertise, the special skills or expertise must be considered in 4 

determining whether the agent has acted with care, competence, and diligence under 5 

the circumstances.

(f) Absent a breach of duty to the principal, an agent is not liable if the value of 7 

the principal's property declines.
