To Whom It May Concern, 
 
I am writing in opposition to House Bill 195. 
 
In its current iteration, the bill would allow test-and-treat for CLIA-waived tests and broad prescribing 
privileges.  This would allow pharmacists to diagnose and treat patients independent of a licensed 
clinical provider (such as a physician).   
 
My primary concern is that pharmacists are not trained in the full diagnostic process.  Physicians spend 
years learning differential diagnosis — systematically ruling out conditions that mimic one another. For 
example, a sore throat could be strep, mono nucleosis, a peritonsillar abscess, epiglottitis, or cancer — 
conditions requiring very different responses.  
 
Pharmacists are trained to recognize drug-related problems, not to diagnose disease from 
scratch.  Physical examination skills (lymph node palpation, throat inspection, the use of a stethoscope) 
are minimal in pharmacy curricula.  
 
Unfortunately, retail pharmacies are also geared toward quick, transactional encounters. This may lead 
to superficial diagnoses and undertriage. In other words, a pharmacist may correctly identify a positive 
strep test but miss that the patient also has signs of a deeper infection, autoimmune condition, or 
something requiring an urgent referral.  
 
The systematic safety net present in a clinic with a robust medical record and supervising physicians is 
also missing.  This will almost certainly lead to a third concern, over prescription of antibiotics with a 
resulting increase in resistant bacteria.  
 
Finally, I am concerned about gaps in liability and oversight.  The malpractice and liability framework for 
pharmacist prescribing is less developed than for physicians. This means that oversight mechanisms — 
peer review, credentialing, outcome tracking — are less robust in retail pharmacy settings. So if or when 
something goes wrong, there is no clear accountability.  
 
My opposition to broad test-and-treat authority is not because I question pharmacists’ intelligence or 
dedication.  It comes from the recognition that retail pharmacies, and the training that equips 
pharmacists to practice there, are not optimized for diagnostics, complexity, or accountability.  Before 
expanding prescription powers, we need to spend time considering which conditions are appropriate, 
what protocols should govern them, and how to ensure coordination with the broader healthcare 
system. 
 
Please vote against House Bill 195.

Greetings from Fairbanks. I am writing in opposition to House Bill 195. Below is the FULL written testimony 
that was condensed for my verbal public testimony given on 16 February 2026.  
 
In the public testimonies of Senate Bill 147, most of the support of this bill came from pharmacists. This is 
not surprising. What is surprising is the change in our society that brings such a bill to the floor of our Senate 
and House that allows for such a significant crossover between professional disciplines.  
 
I asked myself what is the difference between a physician and pharmacist? And lo and behold on the AMA 
(American Medical Association) website I found the answer loud and clear. They state:  

“One of the most obvious things that distinguishes physicians from pharmacists is the length, focus 
and depth of their training. 
Pharmacists get four years of post-graduate education, which includes 1,740 hours of clinical 
training. They have no residency requirement. 
By contrast, physicians get four years of post-graduate education plus three to seven years of 
residency. Included in this is some 12,000–16,000 hours of clinical training—which is, at minimum, 
more than six times as much as what pharmacists get. All of that is preceded by the four years it 
typically takes to earn a bachelor’s degree. 
In addition, physician education includes performing differential diagnoses, treating patients for a 
broad range of illnesses and diseases, and caring for patients during each phase of the lifecycle. 
Pharmacist training does not include making a diagnosis, being exposed to patients with any specific 
medical conditions or even conducting a physical examination.” 
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One can clearly see that a few short training sessions for a pharmacist cannot make up the difference of 
years and thousands of hours of training and practice the physicians obtain in their schooling.  
 
History has shown a time when doctors were the prescriber and carrier of medications from house to house, 
but we have not seen pharmacists holding the authority to assess, diagnose, and prescribe medications. 
Common sense points to the conflict of interest that resides in the individual who is both able to prescribe 
AND fill a script. 
 
I have heard the testimony that our current healthcare system is overwhelmed, I do not deny that. 
However, calling on one discipline to carry the burden and responsibility that belongs to the expertise and 
scope of care of another discipline is foolish.  
 
I am calling on you, our legislators, to practice wisdom and righteousness, to create and uphold laws that 
benefit the whole of society, not specific groups of people (ie the pharmacist).  I am asking you to oppose HB 
195 because it would fracture the interdisciplinary approach to healthcare and open the Pandora's box of 
mixing disciplines.  A pharmacist is NOT a physician, he or she does not assess, diagnose and treat patients. 
The current checks and balances in our healthcare system are at stake in this bill. 
 
I urge you to vote NO. I urge you to use common sense. I urge you to protect our pharmacists and our 
physicians, to protect our citizens, and to act in righteousness.
