It 

was not only required to have the class, but it had to have been in a recent timeframe.  I have a 

math degree, but even with that, I had to go through the silliness of getting a sign-off from the 

professor to take the class.  Somehow I wasn't responsible enough to figure out what I needed to 

have under my belt to take a class.  The same sad logic is there when we talk about their 

unconstitutional firearms restrictions, they are just insulting me by telling me I can't carry a 

firearm, and they are replacing responsibility with rules.
