EXPLANATION:
Personal Services – $254,000
· $25,000 - Reclassification of Natural Resource Technician II (PCN 10-5031) from seasonal to year-round; this position helps assess trail conditions as well as assists with planning and oversight for trail improvement projects; full time status is essential for the park to have the capacity to plan and oversee capital and grant funded projects such as the Alaska Long Trail; 
· $85,000 - A new fulltime Park Specialist position to oversee operations and maintenance of campgrounds, trailheads, and scenic waysides in the park; the park’s ten person staff does not include a position that is solely focused on these aspects of the park’s most used areas; 
· $144,000 -A seasonal trail crew assigned to fix and improve trails throughout the park’s front country.

Capital Outlay - $50,000
· $25,000 – Vehicle for new Park Specialist and fuel for it
· $25,000 – Vehicle for seasonal trail crew, plus fuel

Grants, Benefits - $25,000
· $25,000 - Stipends for volunteers who help maintain front country facilities and provide information and assistance to park visitors. 

Services - $17,000
· $12,000 - Additional services funding for solid waste and outhouse pumping services to accommodate increases in public use; 
· $5,000 – Tools, building materials, and supplies for trail crew
