Section 7.1 | Public Education

The legislature shall by general law establish and maintain a
system of public schools open to all children of the State and
may provide for other public educational institutions. Schools
and institutions so established shall be free from sectarian
control. No money shall be paid from public funds for the direct
benefit of any religious or other private educational institution.

Not later than the 30th legislative day of each regular session of
the legislature, the board shall prepare and present in person to
the legislative committees having jurisdiction over education an
annual report that describes the efforts of the board to develop,
maintain, and continuously improve a comprehensive quality
public education system, as provided for under the bylaws of the
board. The report must include:
