Honoring the 250th anniversary of the signing of the Declaration of Independence and celebrating the 
250th birthday of the United States of America. 

 
July 4, 2026, is the 250th anniversary of the signing of the Declaration of Independence and the 250th 
birthday of the United States of America. House Concurrent Resolution 9 celebrates this important 
milestone by recognizing the 56 patriots that signed the Declaration in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania in 
1776. Additionally, this resolution highlights the founding principles upon which the Declaration was 
written, and upon which America was founded. Those self-evident truths include equality, life, liberty, 
and the pursuit of happiness.

While 
celebrating, it is also important to acknowledge the areas in which progress must still be made. 
Continued effort must get given to expand equality to Americans of all races, genders, ages, national 
origins, disabilities, and religious affiliations. The courageous act of signing the Declaration that was 
undertaken in 1776 set the present, and continued pursuit of our founding principles and progress 
and promise for America.
