BUDGET ACTIONS:
The Senate Finance Budget Subcommittee for the Department of Transportation & Public Facilities reviewed the Governor’s FY23 budget request. The following are highlights of the Subcommittee’s action.
Governor’s Amended Budget Request: 
The Senate Finance Subcommittee accepted all the Governor’s requested changes with the following exceptions: 
· A one-time item to replace UGF with motor fuel tax. (Item #72)
· One item to replace $22.6 million Federal Receipts with UGF in the AMHS Marine Vessel Ops. (Item #83)
· Two items related to a drafting error. (Items 91 & 98)
· Swapped Fed COVID funding for UGF for three maintenance stations: Silver Tip, Chitna, & Birch Lake. ($1,414.6 UGF)
Subcommittee Additions, Reductions and Changes
· Add one seasonal position for the Dalton Highway maintenance station ($75.0 UGF).
· Abandoned Vehicle Removal ($100.0 UGF).
· Management of the Tannana Ice Road ($100.0 UGF)
· Management of the Rampart Ice Road ($50.0 UGF)
· Swapped AK Marine Highway Fund Receipt Authority for Federal Receipt Authority ($5,000.0)

Organizational Changes:
· Accepted the Governor’s request to consolidate Northern Region Construction with Norther Region Design & Engineering into a single Allocation.

Intent or Conditional Language
· It is the intent of the Legislature that the Department of Transportation and Public Facilities and the Alaska Marine Highway System, to decrease General Fund expenditures, make all efforts to spend the federal funding provided by the Infrastructure Investment & Jobs Act (P.L. 117-58) prior to using General Funds.
