These sections update by correcting the only two outdated references to “secretary of state” to “lieutenant governor” following the 1970 constitutional amendment that changed the name of that office.

Section 3.
This section states that the constitutional amendments will be placed on the ballot at the next general election as required by Art. XIII, Sec. 1 of the Alaska Constitution.  Two thirds of each House must approve the proposed amendments and a majority of the electorate voting must ratify it.
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
