Sectional Analysis

Section 1. Amends AS 44.29.300
Changes the composition of the council by increasing the number of members from 15 to 16.

States that two members from each body of the legislature sit on the council.
Adds two members one of which shall represent the Department of Health and Social Services and one who shall represent the Department of Education and Early Development.

Changes the classification of the person in a secondary school from a counselor to an employee of a secondary school.

Adds one person who is enrolled in grades 9-12 of a secondary school in the state.

Changes the classification of a member under the age of 18 to a public member.  

Section 2. Amends AS 44.29.300

Adds a new subsection that classifies the two members from each body of the legislature that sit on the council are nonvoting members.

Section 3. Amends AS 44.29.330(a)
States that the voting membership shall elect officers. 
Section 4. Amends AS 44.29.340
Adds new subsection that changes the quorum requirement to seven voting members
Section 5. Amends AS 44.66.010(a)(8)

Extends the sunset date from June 30, 2009 until June 30, 2013.
Section 6. Amends AS 01.10.070(c)

Immediate effective date clause
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
