Acquired Brain Injury

Functional and cognitive deficits resulting from injuries to the main and associated structures that:

1) Are results from injury post partum
2) Are not a result of a congenital disorder
3) Are not a result of a deteriorating disorder related to age (i.e. dementia, picks, etc) a

And fall within in the broad categories:

Hypoxic or Anoxic events

Chemical induced except alcohol related
Medical accidents (i.e. stroke, aneurysm)
Viral, bacterial or parasitic attack
Radiation poisoning

Medication effects (prescribed)
Idiopathic causes
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The deficits must be long-standing, significantly below baseline, impact productivity in the three
areas, school, work, relationship, and affect the life trajectory of the individual
