Explanation of Changes

SB284 Campaign Expenditures (STA)
1. Throughout the bill, language was tightened up to clarify that provisions applied only to independent expenditures.

2. A new section was added, as suggested by the Department of Law, to provide definitions for the terms “directors” and “officers”.
3. A new section was added which requires that before making an independent expenditure the person establish a political activities account, and funds used for expenditures be drawn from that account.

4. A new section was added that places current federal restrictions on “foreign nationals” into statute to clarify those restrictions as they pertain to Alaska elections.  The section includes language clarifying that the provisions apply only to the extent permitted by federal law.

5. Changes were made in section 13 to clarify disclaimer requirements.

6. Section 14 was rewritten to establish separate requirements for print and video disclaimers, and audio disclaimer. The provisions reduce the amount of information required for audio disclaimers.

7. A new section was added to amend current criminal penalties for campaign misconduct to include “persons”, a section which had been inadvertently omitted in the earlier version of the bill.
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
