Career and technical award is actual cost up to $3,000, and student remains eligible for two years.  
Eligibility terminates six years from graduation, unless extended by the department.  
A student may qualify for only one scholarship. 
Amount of scholarship award may not exceed the amount of the student’s costs of attendance, less any other scholarships or non financial aid.
