| mistakenly reported last week that it costs $100. In fact, the cost is only $75. The funds are used for maintenance of fire and rescue equipment.
Surprisingly, participation in this program is very low — less than 20 percent of the population chooses to sign up.

Here’s how it works: If you need an ambulance anytime during the coming year, and you are on this plan, you will not be charged. This includes emergency
medical services for any family members who live in the household.

If you are uninsured, this cost is covered. If you are insured, your insurance company is billed and any outstanding balance is forgiven.
