CS for Senate Joint Resolution No. 2
Version 28-LS0302\N was drafted in response to Committee recommendations on January 28, 2013 in Senate Judiciary. Changes are as follows:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]P.1 of the Resolution is identical to the first version (28-LS0302\U)
2. P. 2, line 7 – the language is amended to incorporate references to protecting our state’s rights and local self governance
3. P. 2, lines 11 and 12 – the language is amended to include reference to our state’s right to be the steward of and manage our natural resources
4. P. 2, lines 15 and 16 – the language is amended to address the equal footing doctrine as derived from the Alaska Statehood Act whereby new states created from federal territories are admitted to the Union with all the powers of sovereignty and jurisdiction that pertain to the original states.
5. P. 2, lines 21 through 24 – the new language further directs that copies of the resolution will be sent to the Chair of the Energy and Natural Resources Committee of the U.S. Senate; Chair of the Energy and Commerce Committee of the U.S. House of Representatives; and the Chair of the Natural Resources Committee of the U.S. House of Representatives.
