
The Pull-Tabs Process: A Timeline

→.
The bar pays a pull-
tab distributor up 

front for a "run" of 
pull-tabs but does not 

receive them. 

.
The charity picks up 

the boxes of pull-
tabs from the pull-
tab distributor and 
physically delivers 

them to the bar.

.
The bar sells 
pull-tabs to 

customers and pays 
out winnings.

.
The bar gives the 
charity 70% of the 
net proceeds of the 

pull-tab game within 
15 days of the game 

ending.

.
The charity reports its 
gaming proceeds to the 

Department of 
Revenue quarterly or 

annually.
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A charity applies 
online for a pull-tab 
gaming permit from 
the Department of 

Revenue.

The charity registers 
a vendor (typically a 
bar) to sell pull-tabs 

on their behalf.
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
