The Second Amendment to the United States Constitution states that we Americans
have “the right to keep and bear arms.”

It is a constitutional check on power by the federal government and clearly intended
as a means of protection for an individual’s right to self-defense.

It was never intended to be restricted by Congress or the courts to just sporting
events and hunting. Today the foundation of the Second Amendment is under attack
by progressive politicians and a judicial system that believes the constitution is a
“fluid” document that must evolve with the times.

No place is the principle of the Second Amendment’s right to self-defense more basic
than when it applies to you, your family, or your property. Law enforcement deters
criminal activity and responds when criminal activity occurs.

However, when you have a home invasion, whether to steal property or harm the
occupants, it takes several minutes after the 911 call for law enforcement to
arrive. Those minutes may make a difference between life and death. In that short
interval, Alaskans have the right to protect themselves, using deadly force, if
warranted. Alaska is one of several states that have enacted “Stand your Ground”
laws, which allows us to defend ourselves from imminent and deadly attacks.

When natural disasters, such as earthquakes, wildfires, tsunami’s, hurricanes, or
tornadoes devastate a community, criminals often take advantage of the situation to
loot, steal, rob, and in some cases cause bodily injury to innocent victims. During
these disasters, law enforcement is stretched thin providing essential public

safety. They are often not available to respond to individual calls for assistance. In
fact, during a disaster, it is often necessary to activate the Alaska National Guard and
the Alaska State Defense Force to augment law enforcement’s protection of life and
property.

In these periods, when an emergency declaration has been activated, Alaskans must
have the ability to protect their family and property from criminals. We are a
constitutional carry state, which means we have the right to use appropriate force
when necessary for self-defense. This right is not permitted just during peaceful
periods, but also must be preserved during times of emergency declarations. That is
not the time our right to self-defense should ever be restricted.
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is a commonsense legislative protection to ensure no governor,
Legislature, state agency, or municipality may unconstitutionally prohibit or restrict
our right to possess and lawfully use a firearm against any life-threatening event
during a declared emergency. To preserve our constitutional rights under the second
amendment, HB 61 should become law during this legislative session.

Isaac Richards, from Gakona, AK. certified USCCA and NRA firearms instructor and RSO, ADF&G hunters education
instructor, security consultant, background in public safety as retired firefighter/emt. Also a licensed AEMT in AK, WA,
and MT. | moved to Alaska from Montana 2 years ago, but | grew up in CA where some of the strictest gun laws in the
nation have been enacted.

In support of HB 61. The truth is that this bill needs to protect individual rights and not just “equity in commerce”.
Points:

1. Common sense proposal to protect a citizen’s fundamental right to self defense.

2. No other amendment to the Constitution in the Bill of Rights is held to be subject to suspension in times of crisis
or emergency. Freedom of speech, religion, press, unlawful search and seizure are not subject to revocation or
suspension in an emergency declaration. If anything, in times of crisis Constitutional protections are all the more
important to protect and defend.

3. COVID crisis demonstrated extended emergency declarations with no seeming end, especially in certain states or
municipalities.

4. Hurricane Katrina in 2005 showed clear proof of the dangers of government overreach in disarming the
American public, leading to mass looting, rapes, and robberies.

5. This brings us to the following point: criminals will not abide by any laws passed by any legislature. Gun laws and
restrictions are an effective way to disarm the public. Some of the most dangerous nations on the planet are
those that outlaw gun ownership by the public: El Salvador, Honduras, Mexico, North African nations, Middle
East. This effectively creates two groups: Cops and Crooks, with normal citizens left as victims.

6. HB 61 addresses concerns on criminal conduct with restrictions on gun ownership by prohibited persons in
section (b). This bill simply recognizes and upholds the fundamental rights of gun ownership, possession and
sales of firearms in times of societal crisis to law abiding citizens.

7. Many studies show that gun owners, and in particular CCW permit holders, are some of the most law abiding
citizens in our country. For example, a study put together by Vance Parker, J.D., and submitted to the Oregon
legislature in 2021, demonstrate that CCW permit holders are 6 times more likely to obey the law than police
officers. This was an aggregate study using statistics for crimes committed by CCW holders in Florida and Texas.
In lllinois, a study published by the Chicago Tribune in 2018 showed that 0.00063% of CCW holders commit
crimes.

Note: to address the representatives concerns, CCW permits are processed by DPS in Anchorage. Alaska is a
“shall-issue” state per statute. Time frames vary for processing. My security license took over 90 days to issue
due to COVID although AAC states it shall be 30 days to issue.

8. Regarding law abiding citizenry, the same is true for FFL licensed dealers. They have a strict set of rules to follow
that are enforced by the ATF and federal government.

To address concerns from Rep. Storie: the State already has pre-emption on local gun laws; as a firefighter, federal law
applies to areas under contract by federal government (i.e.: FEMA shelters). No gun signs also have the force of law.
However, the issues that took place with mass rapes in the Louisiana Superdome in the wake of Hurricane Katrina are a
cause for pause.

In regard to lawsuits, as a small business owner in Montana, the Landlord-Tenant act provides treble damages awarded
in suit to the prevailing party. This is a common provision in the law and does not provide special protections to any
group in particular.

Conclusion: The hypothetical situations presented by concerned members, while perhaps well-intentioned, are not
addressed by this bill. HB 61 simply guarantees that an American’s rights are not infringed. No reasonable person would







object to further bills to protect other fundamental rights enshrined in the US Bill of Rights. | would encourage the
elected representatives of our State to stand in defense of both the US and Alaska Constitutions and US Bill of Rights, and
to ensure that these rights are not infringed in times of declared emergencies, both real and manufactured.
