pandemic waned and patients sought care that
had previously been delayed.

Public Health: In response to COVID, UGF funding in this
Appropriation increased significantly in FY21 (over $94 million
from FY20 levels) and then was reduced to slightly above FY20
levels in FY22. Federal funds were significantly higher in FY22
($390.2 million) and FY23 ($257.2 million) than prior years due
to robust federal assistance to combat the impacts of COVID.
