STATISTICS

June 11, 2022 Special Primary
 Over 500,000 by-mail ballots sent
 Voter Turnout – 161,773 ballots cast (27.55%)

August 16, 2022 Special General and Regular Primary 
 Voter Turnout – 192,542 ballots cast (32.16%)

November 8, 2022 Regular General Election 
 Voter Turnout – 267,047 ballots cast (44.38%)

Shipping logistics for election materials
Post office closures
Poll worker recruitment and longevity



ABSENTEE BALLOT REVIEW

For the Special Primary Election there were 7,544 ballots 
rejected statewide

For the Special General Election/Regular Primary there 
were 554 ballots rejected statewide

For the Regular General Election there were 878 ballots 
rejected statewide

Common reasons for rejection: improper or insufficient 
witnessing, ballot postmarked after election day, and 
voter did not sign certificate



STATE REVIEW BOARD AUDIT

Hand count verification
Precinct results were verified
Early vote, absentee, and questioned ballots were verified
