Victim Advocate stays with the victim through out the life of the case and
beyond. Advocate will continue to support and serve for as long as the Victims
needs that support.

Victim Advocate stays focused on Safety of Victim through out the process.
Provides consistent safety planning. Provides support for all of the other
ongoing needs of the victim such helping with housing, food, organizing other
appointments and considerations victims need to attend to.
