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CHAPTER 154 

AN ACT 

To fix the time at which the governor shall submit to the legislature the budget 
for the next fiscal year, the general appropriation bill authorizing the proposed 
appropriations, and any bill or bills for new or additional revenues; repealing 
inconsistent laws; and providing for an effective date. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska: 

Section 1. Date for Submission of 
Budget, Appropriation and Revenue Bills. 
On or before the third legislative day 
following the convening of the legisla­
ture in regular session, the governor 
shall submit to the legislature: 

(1) A budget for the next fiscal 
year setting forth all proposed ex­
penditures and anticipated income of 
all departments, offices, and agencies 
of the state;

(2) A general appropriation bill to 
authorize the proposed expenditures; 
and 

(3) A bill or bills covering recom­
mendation in the budget, if any, for 
new or additional revenues. 

Sec. 2. Repealer. All laws or parts of 
laws inconsistent herewith are repealed 
to the extent of such inconsistency. 

Sec. 3. Effective Date. This Act shall 
take effect immediately upon its passage 
and approval or upon its becoming law 
without such approval.
