WHEREAS, competitive bidding for
such mail service contracts has proven
to be in the best public interest;

NOW THEREFORE, your Memorial-
ist, the Legislature of the State of
Alaska in First Session Assembled re-
spectfully urges that the contract for
the transportation of surface mail be-
tween the points of Seward and Nikolski
be opened to competitive bidding at an
early date,

SENATE JOINT MEMORIAL NO. 4

To the Honorable Dwight D. Eisenhower,
President of the United States and to
each and every member of the Con-
gress of the United States:

Your Memorialist, the Legislature of
the State of Alaska in First Session as-
sembled, respectfully submits that:

Throughout the history of Alaska as a
Territory, since 1867, the fisheries have
constituted Alaska’s most valuable re-
source, During this period more than
eleven and one half billion (11,500,000,-
000) pounds of salmon constituting pro-
tein food of superlative quality have

been shipped from Alaska to the rest of
the nation and to the world;

But, unfortunately, most of the income
from these salmon fisheries, amounting
to over two billion ($2,000,000,000) dol-
lars on the wholesale markets, has pass-
ed to interstate outside Alaska, and the
salmon harvests of Alaska have fallen
from their sustained optimum levels of
6,000,000 cases average and 8,000,000
cases maximum, from 1926 to 1944, to
less than 2,500,000 cases in more recent
years;
