CHAPTER 31 

AN ACT 

Relating to the Fish and Game Code of Alaska; amending Sec. 6 of Art. I, Ch. 94., SLA 
1959; and providing for an effective date. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska : 

Section 1. The first two paragraphs of 
Sec. 6, Art. I , Ch. 94, SLA 1959 are amend· 
ed to read as follows: 

Sec. 6. The Board of Fish and Game: 
Tenure: Powers. There shall be a Board 
of Fish and Game composed of ten mem· 
bers having a general knowledge of the 
fish and game resources of the State and 
selected without regard to political af­
filiation or special interest. They shall 
be United States citizens and residents 
of Alaska as herein defined. The mem­
bers of the Board shall be appointed b,y 
the Governor, subject to confirmation QY 
a m ajority of the members of the Leg­
islature in joint session. 

Each shall serve a four-year term, 

(S.B. 110) 

provided that the first members ap­
pointed hereunder shall serve as. follows : 
two members shall serve for one year, 
two for two years, two for three years , 
and two for four years, respectively; 
provided, that the ninth and tenth mem­
bers appointed under this Act shall serve 
terms of two and four years, respectively. 
Initial terms shall date from the first of 
February immediately preceding ap­
pointment. In case a vacancy shall occur 
on the Board, the Governor shall fill the 
same by appointment for the unexpired 
term, which appointment shall be sub­
mitted to the Legislature for confirma­
tion at the next regular or special ses­
s'ion. 

Sec. ·2. This Act takes· effect on t he 'day 
after its passage and approval or on the 
day it becomes law without such approval.
