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the person's name; but a signature or 
subscription by mark can be acknowledged 
or can serve as a signature or subscription 
to a sworn statement only when two wit­
nesses so sign their own names thereto; 

(13) "state" means the State of 
Alaska unless applied to the different parts 
of the United States and in the latter case 
it includes the District of Columbia and the 
territories; 

(14) "writing" includes printing. 

Sec. 5. Time Statutes Take Effect. a. 
An act or statute which by its terms is to 
take effect on a specified day, unless other­
wise provided in the act or statute, takes 

effect at twelve o'clock noon on the day 
specified. 

b. An act or statute which by its terms 
is to take effect from and after a specified 
day takes effect at midnight of the day 
specified. 

Sec. 6. Computation of Time. The time 
in which an act provided by law is re­
quired to be done is computed by excluding 
the first day and including the last, unless 
the last day is a holiday, and then it is 
also excluded. 

Sec. 7. Retrospective Statutes. No stat­
ute is retrospective unless expressly de­
clared therein.

Benefits 
or waiting-week credit for any week 
shall not be denied an otherwise eligible
