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the case of an emergency, the commis­
sioner of health and welfare or his 
designee, upon being notified of the 
pertinent medical facts, may give the 
consent. However, when the head of 
the hospital is of the opinion that the 
patient has insight or capacity to make 
responsible decision, the patient's con­
sent shall be obtained before the 
surgery or psychiatric therapies; his 
consent shall be determinative, and no 
other consent is necessary. However, in 
the case of a minor, consent shall also 
be obtained from the parent or 

guardian. The person giving the con­
sent, or a person who acts after the 
consent is given and is authorized to 
perform the act undertaken by him is 
not liable civilly or criminally if the 
act is done by him in his official 
cap·acity or in the capacity set out in 
secs. 10 - 340 of this chapter.
