Rules, 
regulations, and orders authorized by 
this chapter shall be consistent with its 
purposes, and may include but are not 
limited to rules, regulations, and orders 
pertaining to and supplementing the sub­
ject matter contained in this chapter. 
The commissioner of natural resources, 
in adopting coal mining safety regula­
tions, shall, as nearly as is practicable, 
conform to the federal regulations appli­
cable to bituminous coal and lignite mine 
safety.

If, upon examination, a mine or 
a portion of it is found to be in an unsafe 
condition as defined by regulations 
adopted under this chapter, or, if proper 
first aid or mine rescue measures have 
not been adopted, the department shall 
at once serve notice in writing upon the 
owner, lessee, agent, operator, manager, 
or superintendent of the mine, setting out 
the nature of the defects which render

a specified time. If circumstances re­
quire it, the department shall forbid the 
operation of the mine or portion of it that 
is declared unsafe or insecure, except 
for the purpose of making necessary re­
pairs to make the mine safe for employ­
ees in it, and for the purpose of permit­
ting inspection and investigation of the 
conditions described in the notice. 

Sec. 27.20.041. Reports to Be Confi­
dential. The department shall keep 
confidential, upon the request of the per­
son supplying the information, all re­
ports and information required to be filed 
by regulations adopted under this chap­
ter and all information deducible from 
filed information.
