SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 6 

Relating to the production of fish flour. 

Be It Resolved by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska: 

WHEREAS a National Academy of 
Sciences panel has recently reported that 
a wholesome, safe, and nutritious product 
for human consumption, often referred to 
as fish flour, can be made from whole 
fish; and 

WHEREAS fish flour is a rich source of 
protein which could be a valuable supple­
ment to the diet of many people here and 
abroad, and a cheap and practical method 
for the manufacture of fish flour has been 
developed; and 

WHEREAS foreign fishing interests are 
currently exploiting fish resources in the 
waters off the coast of Alaska which could 

be used for the production of fish flour in 
the United States; 

BE IT RESOLVED that the United 
States is urged to proceed as expeditiously 
as possible with the research necessary to 
establish conclusively that fish flour is a 
valuable protein source for humans; and 
be it

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 9 

Relating to the creation of a Department 
of Fisheries ancl Oceanography. 

Be It Resolved by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska: 

WHEREAS the fisheries of the United 
States occupy an ever increasing import­
ance to the general well-being of the na­
tion; and 

WHEREAS the power of states to ade­
quately protect and enhance the value of 
fisheries is clearly limited by the nature 
of our constitutional system; and 

WHEREAS foreign nationals have creat­
ed competitive pressures which may only 
be met on a national scale; and 

WHEREAS the past lack of interest of 
federal authorities in fisheries problems 
has resulted in a drop of American fisher­
ies production from second to fifth in the 
world market, and a complete lack of aid 

and protection for American fishermen; 
and 

WHEREAS fisheries provide a source of 
livelihood for hundreds of thousands of 
American citizens deserving of constant 
federal attention to the maintenance and 
improvement of the industry; and 

WHEREAS a cabinet level Department 
of Fisheries and Oceanography containing 
a research and management section, an 
economic development section, and an in­
ternational section is necessary to deal 
with the scope and magnitude of the prob­
lems involved; and 

WHEREAS Governor William A. Egan 
has already requested the President of 
the United States to make every effort 
toward establishing such a cabinet posi­
tion; 

BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislature 
of the State of Alaska joins with Gover-
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nor Egan in respectfully urging the Presi­
dent of the United States to establish a 
Department of Fisheries and Oceanog­
raphy at an early date; and be it 

FURTHER RESOLVED that copies of 
this resolution be sent to the Honorable 
John F. Kennedy, President of the United 
States ; the Honorable Lyndon B. Johnson , 

Vice President of the United States and 
President of the Senate; the Honorable 
John W. McCormack, Speaker of the 
House of Representatives; and the mem­
bers of the Alaska delegation in Congress.

SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 10 

Relating to the territorial waters of Alas­
ka. 

Be It Resolved by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska: 

WHEREAS the fisheries abutting the 
Alaska coast are of enormous economic 
value and represent the sole source of 
livelihood for scores of American nation­
als; and 

WHEREAS American nationals have 
fished for years under carefully planned 
and stringent conservation regulations im­
posed to insure maximum sustained yield 
'from the resource; and 

WHEREAS recent years have seen an 
increased amount of foreign fishing effort 
in the waters abutting the Alaska coast; 
and 

WHEREAS alien fishermen fish entirely 
free of conservation restrictions imposed 
on American citizens; and 

WHEREAS the United States Govern­
ment, charged with the obligation of pro­
tecting American fisheries from foreign 
encroachment, has taken insufficient ac­
tion to protect the resource either through 
assertion of a greater territorial belt of 
water than three miles or application of 
the so-called base line method already 
sanctioned for use by the International 
Court of Justice; and 

WHEREAS Governor William A. Egan 
of the State of Alaska has attempted un-

ceasingly to impress upon the United 
States Government the gravity of intru­
sions by foreign nationals into waters his­
torically considered American and the 
necessity of establishing a broad claim to 
waters adjoining the Alaska coast; and 

WHEREAS the governor, faced with the 
complete lack of action on the part of the 
United States Government, has acted cou­
rageously in protecting the fisheries of 
Alaska through state action when circum­
stances required; 

BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislature 
of the State of Alaska offers its commenda­
tion to Governor William A. Egan for his• 
past action, and vigorously urges the Unit­
ed States Government to act quickly in 
establishing broad water areas adjoining 
the Alaska coast as subject solely to United 
States sovereignty; and be it 

FURTHER RESOLVED. that copies of 
this resolution be sent to the H.onorable 
John F. Kennedy, President of the United 
States; the Honorable Lyndon B. John­
son , Vice President of the United States 
and President of the Senate; the Honor­
able Dean Rusk, Secretary of State; the

Cormack, Speaker of the House; the Hon­
orable William A. Egan, Governor of 
Alaska; and the members of the Alaska 
delegation in Congress.
