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Sec. 10. If federal program receipts or other program receipts not appropriated by this 
Act and not requiring state matching money are received by a department, office or agen­
cy of the state during the fiscal period covered by this Act, they are appropriated and may 
be made available for expenditure by a budget amendment approved by the governor. The 
governor shall report the budget amendments allowed under this section to the first ses­
sion of the Fifth Legislature. 

Sec. 11. Adjustments may be made in the appropriations from a working capital fund 
for the fiscal period covered by this Act, when necessitated by changes in requirements 
for services and supplies. The adjustments shall be approved by the governor. 

Sec.12. Refunds may be made in the manner prescribed by law from the general fund 
in any amount due. 

Sec. 13. This Act takes effect July 1, 1965.

Relating to the participation by the state in the F .ederal Food Stamp prog.ram; and provid· 
ing for an effective date. 

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the 
State of Alaska : 

Section 1. AS 47.25 is amended by add­
ing new sections to read: 

Article 7. Food Stamp Program. 

Sec. 47.25.975. Food Stamp Program. 
(a) '.I'he department is authorized to im­
plement the food stamp program. 

(b) Householders determined by the 
department to be eligible for assistance 
Wlder the food stamp program may ob­
tain food coupons. 

(c) Food coupons shall be used to pur­
chase food from retail food stores which 
have been approved for participation in 
the food stamp program. 

Sec. 47.25.980. Duties of Department. 
(a) The department shall 

(1) adopt rules and regulations 
necessary to carry out the food stamp 
program; 

(2) cooperate with the federal gov­
erment and do all things necessary to 
continue state eligibility under the food 
stamp program; 

(3) comply with the requirements 
of the Federal Food Stamp Act of 1964 
(P.L. 88-525). 

(b) The department may designate and 
change areas in the state in which the 
food stamp program shall be carried out.

Sec. 47.25 .985. Penalties. (a) A person 
is guilty of a misdemeanor if he 

(1) knowingly acquires, possesses, 
uses or transfers food coupons in viola­
tion of secs. 975 - 980 of this chapter or the 
regulations adopted W1der sec. 980 of this 
chapter; or 

(2) presents food coupons or causes 
them to be presented for payment or re­
demption knowing them to have been 
transferred, received or used in a manner 
violating secs. 975 - 980 of this chapter or 
the regulations adopted under sec. 980 of 
this chapter. 

(b) Upon conviction he shall be fined 
not more than $500 or imprisoned for not 
more than six months , or both.
