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(b) The daily compensation provided
for in (a) of this section applies for each
day of the session the employee is offi-
cially on the payroll. Session employees
hired or retained on the payroll for pre-
session or post-session work at the direc-
tion of the legislative council shall be paid

on an hourly basis for hours actually

worked as determined by dividing the

authorized daily compensation for each
position by seven, the number seven

representing the average working hours

each day. During sessions, all employees
are employed with the understanding that
they will work as many hours as may be
required by their supervisors with the
approval of the Rules Committees. All
temporary employees are on call for duty
every day of the session.
