SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION NO. 1 
Relating to a study of public school trans­

portation. 

Be It Resolved by the Senate, the House 
of Representatives Concurring : 

WHEREAS AS 14.10.070, authorizing the 
Department of Education to provide trans­
portation of children to and from public 
schools, uses distance from school as the 
only criterion for determining whether or 
not transportation should be made avail­
able; and 

WHEREAS the department has adopted 
regulations setting the distance at one and 
one-half miles; and 

WHEREAS many factors other than dis­
tance, such as terrain, weather, hazards 
to walking children, and a child's age and 
health, are relevant in determining whe­
ther or not transportation should be made 
available; 

.BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative 
Council, with the cooperation of the De­
partment of Education, is directed to study 
scJ:iool transportation problems and factors 
in Alaska and to submit a report of its 
study, with recommendations and suggest­
ed legislation, to the Legislature in Jan­
uary of 1966.

Honoring the memory of th.e late J . Earl 

Cooper. 

Be It Resolved by the Senate, the House 
of Repres.entatives Concurring :

Earl Cooper w.as an out­
standing citizen ·and lawyer of the Terri­
tory rand State of Alaska, and served the 
people of the state in many importJant 
capacities, having served as Assistant 
United States Attorney and United States 
Attorney in Anchol'lage, United States Dis-

trict Judge at Nome, member of the Ter­
ritorial Senate, member of the first State 
Senate , and Superior Court Judge at An­
chorage ; and 

WHEREAS his distinguished service to 
Alaska in many capacities rendered with 
a rare combination of dedication rand wry 
wit earne'd him the esteem of countless. 
Alaskans; 

BE IT RESOLVED that the members of 
the AI,aska State Legislature extend their· 
sincerest expression of regard and esteem 
for the l'ate J. Earl Coroper an'd the con-­
tri'butions he made to Alaska, and express.

SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION NO. 5 
Relating t-0 a review of the effectiveness 

and suitability of the Aclministrative Pro­
cedure Act. 

Be It Resolved by the Senate, the House 
of Repres.entatives ConcUI'lring : 

WHEREAS 1!he Administrative Proce­
dure Act (AS 44.62) has a vital effect on 
the activities of agencies and fue rights 

and interests of the public; and 

WHEREAS the Act has been in effect 
for six years and has not been Teviewed 
as to its effectivenc:ss ·and suitability; 

BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislative 
Council is directed to review the Adminis­
trative P rocedure Act as to its effective­
ness and suitability by soliciting the com-
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ments of the agencies affeot:ed and the 
general pubiic and then submitting its 
findings and recommendations, including 

alternatives or amendments to the Act 
prior to the convening of the legislature 
in 1966. 

SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION NO. 6 

Commencling the Department of Highways 
for its selection of the site for the cross­
ing of Turnagain Arm. 

Be It Resolvecl by the Senate, the House 
of Repres.entatives Concurring : 

WHEREAS the construction of a cross­
ing of Turnagain Arm connecting the 
Greater Anchorage Area with the Kenai 
Peninsula has been under study by the 
state Department of Highways and federal 
road building officials; and 

WHEREAS the Department of H1ghways 
has recommended that a bridge be built 
across Turnagain Arm at the most westerly 

of the possible crossing sites; and 
\¥HEREAS the decision of the depart­

ment was based on factors accruing to the 
best public interests : a shortening of the 
distance between Anchorage, the Kenai 
Peninsula communities and Kodiak Island, 
the opening up of new areas for settle­
ment and development, and a sea-level 
route providing the most reasonable con­
struction cost factors; 

EE IT RESOLVED that the Department 
of Highw•ays is commended for its de­
cision to recommend the construction of 
a bridge crossing Turnagain Arm at the 
most westerly site. 

SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION NO. 12 

Proposing a stucly of the neecl for various 
trunk ancl secondary airports through­
out the state. 

Be It Resolved by the Senate, the House 
of Representatives Concurring: 

WHEREAS there is a need for an inte­
grated system of airports in Southeast 
AJaska for land-based planes ; and 

WHEREAS there is a need for the de-
velopment of an airport system in the 
AJeutian Island area; and 

W!HEREAS there is a need in the Interior 
for upgrading the Fairbanks International 
Airport in order to permit international 
carriers to use the field when their planes 
are in a full gross load condition; and 

WHEREAS there is a need in Western, 
Northern and Northwest AJaska for up­
grading pioneer airports to true secondary 
and trunk airports ; and 

WHEREAS there are possibly other 
needs throughout the state for the estab­
lishment or modernization of air transport 
and air service facilities which would pro­
mote the growth and economic prosperity 
of Alaska; 

BE IT RESOLVED that the Governor 
is requested to direct the Department of 
Public Works to study these needs, their 
cost, and the benefits to be derived from 
a program to remedy these needs , and 
submit a full ·report of its findings to the 
Second Session of the Fourth Legislature 
in January, 1966. 

SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION NO. 13 

Relating to the unfavorable bargaining po­
sition of fishermen in the Lower Yukon, 
Norton Souncl, Low.er Kuskokwim ancl 
Kotzebue Souncl areas. 

Be It Resolved by the Senate, the House 
of Representatives Concurring: 

WHEREAS the people of the Lower Yu-

kon, Norton Sound, Lower Kuskokwim and 
Kotzebue Sound areas live in small and 
,'Videly separated communities; and 

WHEREAS due to the geogJ'aphical dis­
tribution of these communities, the limited 
means of communication in the areas, and 
the inhabitants' ,inexperience at organiza­
tiorral bargaining, the fishermen in these
