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HOUSE RESOLUTION NO. 4 

Relating to the establishment of regional high school facilities 
at Bethel . 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES: 

WHEREAS the r esidents of Alaska have indicated their approval 
for the establishment of regional high schools with the passage 
of a $5,000,000 bond proposal in 1966 ; and 

WHEREAS the commissioner of education has developed plans 
for the implementation of a statewide r egional high school pro­
gram; and 

WHEREAS the commissioner ' s plans emphasize a great educa­
tional need in the Bethe l area for between 1,000 and 1 , 500 high 
school students residing in the area by giving number one priority 
to the construction of classrooms and dormitory facilities in 
Bethel; and 

WHEREAS the use of the 1966 $5 , 000,000 bond issue is con­
tingent upon an agreement with the Bureau of Indian Affairs to 
construct dormitory facilities; and 

WHEREAS the program has the support of the Governor , the 
Legislature, the voters and the council of the lower Yukon and 
Kuskokwim ; and 

WHEREAS the parents have expressed a sincere desire for 
secondary and elementary education programs in their immediate 
area ; 



BE IT RESOLVED that the Alaska State Legislature respect ­
fully requests Congress and the Bureau of Indian Affairs to 
provide the funds necessary to implement this long overdue 
dormitory and Indian education program .
