BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:

AN ACT
Providing for the issuance of general obligation bonds
in the amount of $156,992,700 for the purpdse of paying
the cost of highway, ferry, airport, port, harbor, and
local service roads and trails construction and improve-
ments; public transportation; and planning transportation

projects; and providing for an effective date.

* Section 1. For the purpose of paying the cost of (1) highway, ferry,
airport, port, harbor, and local service roads and trails construction and
improvements; (2) public transportation; and (3) planning for transportation
projects, general obligation bonds of the state in the principal amount of
not more than $156,992,700 shall be issued and sold. The full faith, credit,
and resources of the state are pledged to the payment of the principal of and
interest and redemption premium, if any, on these bonds. These bonds shall
[be issued under the provisions of AS 37.15 as those provisions read at the
time of issuance.

* Sec. 2. If the issuance of these bonds is authorized by the qualified
voters of the state, a special fund of the state to be known as the "1980
Transportation Construction Fund" shall be established, to which shall be

credited the proceeds of the sale of bonds described in sec. 1 of this Act
except for accrued interest and premiums.

* Sec. 3. The sum of $28,993,200 is appropriated from the "1980 Transpor-
tation Construction Fund" to the Department of Transportation and Public

Act shall be reimbursed from the proceeds of the sale of bonds authorized by
this Act.
* Sec. 14. The question whether the bonds authorized in this Act are to
