* Section 1. AS 15.13.120 is arrended by adding new subsections to read: 

(f) If, after being sworn into office, a person who was a success­

ful candidate or the campaign treasurer or deputy campaign treasurer of 

a person who was a successful candidate is convicted of a violation of 

this chapter, proceedings shall be held and appr opr iate action taken in 

a ccorda nee with 

(1) art . II, sec. 12 of the state constitution, if the 

candidate is a candidate for the state legi s l ature; 

(2) art . II, sec. 20 of the state constitution, if the 

candidate is a candidate for governor or lieutenant governor; 

(3) AS 29.23.060(c), if the c andida te is a candidate for the 

borough assembly; 

(4) AS 29.23 . 130(f), if the candidate is a candidate for 

borough mayor; 

(5) AS 29 .23.210(b), if the candidate is a candidate for 

city council; 

(6) AS 29.23 . 255 , if the candidate is a candidate for city 

mayor; 

(7) the provisions of the call for the constitutional con­

vention, if the candidate is a candidate for constitution a l convention 

delegate;

(8) art . IV , sec . 10 of the state constitution, if the 

candidate is a candidate for judicial retention. 

(g) Info:rmation developed by the canmi.ssion under (d) of this 

section shall be considered during a proceeding under (f) of this 

section. 

(h) When, after being sworn into office, a successful candidate 

or the campaign treasurer or deputy campaign treasurer of a person who 

was a successful candidate is charged with a violation of this chapter, 

the case shall be promptly tried and accorded a preferred position for 

purposes of a rgtnnent and decision, so as to assure a speedy disposition 

of the matter .

(c) The assembly shal 1 determine its own rules and order of 

business and provide for keeping a journal of its proceedings. The 

assembly is the judge of the election and qualification of its members 

and, with the concurrence of two-thirds of its members, may expel a 

member for a conviction of a violation of AS 15.13 or a felony or 

misdemeanor described in AS 15 . 56 as a corrupt practice. The assembly 

shall consider a conviction of a member for a felony or misdemeanor 

described in AS 15.56 as a cor rupt practice at its first meeting fol­

lowing the final determination of the conviction.

(f) The assembly, with the concurrence of t~-thirds of its 

members, may remove the borough mayor fran office for a conviction of a 

violation of AS 15 . 13 or a felony or misdemeanor described in AS 15 . 56 

as a corrupt practice. The assembly shall consider a conviction of the 

borough mayor of a violation of AS 15.13 or a felony or misdemeanor 

de scribed in AS 15.56 as a corrupt practice at its first meeting fol­

lowing the final determi.nation of the conviction .

(b) The council shall determine its own rules and order of busi­

ness and provide for keeping a journal of its proceedings . The council 

is the judge of the election and qualification of its members and, with 

the concurrence of two - thirds of its members, may expel a member for a 

conviction of a violation of AS 15 . 13 or a felony or misdemeanor de ­

scribed in AS 15.56 as a corrupt practice . The council shall consider 

that conviction during its first rreeting following final determination 

of the conviction.

The council shall con­

sider the conviction during its first rreeting fol l owing final dete rmin -

ation of the conviction .
