state this on its face. A bond or note does not constitute an indebted-

ness within the meaning of any constitutional or statutory debt limita-

tion or ‘restriction. Bonds and notes of the authority issued under

AS 18.55.480 - 18.55.960 are declared to be issued for an essential

public and governmental purpose and, together with interest on them and

income from them, shall be exempt from all taxes.

No part of the grant money may be used for
administrative or other costs of a regional housing authority whether
the costs are directly associated with the construction or are general
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costs of the authority.
