Adopting a permanent plan of operation for the Department of
Administration, division of general services and supply, surplus
property program, for federal surplus property.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:

WHEREAS 40 U.S.C. 484(j), as amended by Public Law 94-519 in
1976, requires a state to develop a detailed plan of operation
before federal surplus property may be transferred to that state;
and

WHEREAS paragraph (4) of that federal statute also provides
that, if a state legislature has not developed a state plan
within 270 calendar days after October 17, 1976, the state's
"chief executive officer" shall approve and submit a temporary
state plan; and

WHEREAS Alaska Statutes 44.71.020 - 44.71.040 provide the
Alaska Department of Administration authority to acquire, manage,
and distribute federal surplus property; and

WHEREAS the Alaska Department of Administration, division of
general services and supply, surplus property program, developed
a temporary state plan of operation, dated October 6, 1977, that
was approved by the governor and submitted to the administrator
of general services of the United States; and

WHEREAS, by a memorandum dated January 5, 1982, addressed to
directors of state agencies for surplus property, the United
States General Services Administration has informed the state
agencies that each state legislature must adopt a permanent plan
of operation by June 30, 1984, in order to continue to be
eligible to receive federal surplus property; and

WHEREAS the Alaska Department of Administration has prepared
a permanent plan of operation, to replace the temporary plan, and
has submitted it to the Alaska State Legislature;




BE IT RESOLVED that the Thirteenth Alaska State Legislature
finds that this plan is in accordance with 40 U.S.C. 484(j), and
adopts it as the official permanent plan of operation for the
Alaska Department of Administration, division of general services
and supply, surplus property program, for the acceptance, allo-
cation, transfer, and distribution of federal surplus property.
