* Section 1. The legislature finds that a need exists for a mew court
facility in Fairbanks and that the needed facility must be acquired in as
economical manner as possible. In acquiring the necessary court facility
the supreme court should

(1) investigate the feasibility of using state land in the
Fairbanks area as a site for a court facility;

(2) investigate the feasibility of contracting with the Alaska
State Housing Authority or with a local government utilizing municipal
revenue bonds to provide the space necessary for a Fairbanks court facili-
ty; and

(3) coordinate space acquisition in Fairbanks with other state
agencies.

* Sec. 2. The supreme court may enter into a lease-purchase agreement
not to exceed a cost of $29,900,000 for construction and all other related
costs of a court facility in Fairbanks, if

(1) a private licensed day-care facility for the use of employ-
ees, jurors, witnesses and the public is included in the project, and the
space is rented to the private licensed day-care provider at a market rate;
and

(2) 15 percent of parking spaces for the court facility are
reserved for the public.
