* Section 1 . AS 28 . 10.495(b) is amended to read: 

(b) A person is not entitled to use the special permit provided 

for in (a) of this section except when providing transportation for 

the disabled or handicapped person with respect to whom the permit was 

issued. Upon the death of the disabled or handicapped person, the 

special permit shall be returned to the department. 

* Sec. 2. AS 28 . 35 is amended by adding a new section to read: 

Sec . 28 .35. 235 . UNAUTHORIZED USE OF HANDICAPPED PARKING. (a) A 

person may not park a motor vehicle in a parking place reserved for 

disabled or medically handicapped persons unless 

(1) the person has a special permit issued by the depart­

ment under AS 28. 10.495; 

(2) the motor vehicle displays a special license plate 

issued to disabled or handicapped persons under AS 28 . 10. 18l(d); or 

(3) the motor vehicle displays a special license plate or 

permit issued to disabled or handicapped persons by another state, 

province, territory , or country. 

(b) A person who violates this section is guilty of an infrac­

tion. Upon conviction the court shall impose a fine of not less than 

$100 . 
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
