DISPENSING OPTICIAN'S APPRENTICE. (a) A person 

may be employed by or serve under a licensed dispensing optician as an 

apprentice. An apprentice shall register with the department before 

beginning employment or service as an apprentice, shall be designated 

as such in the records of the board.1. [AT THE REQUEST OF A LICENSED 

PHYSICIAN, OPTOMETRIST OR DISPENSING OPTICIAN] and shall be in 

training and under the direct supervision of a licensed physician, 

optometrist.1. or dispensing optician. Under [AN APPRENTICE MAY NOT BE 

EMPLOYED UNDER] this section a person may not apprentice for longer 

than six years unless the board determines that the person [AN APPREN­

TICE] is prevented by circumstances beyond the person's [APPRENTICE'S] 

control from obtaining a license as a dispensing optician within that 

time. 

(b) No more than two apprentices may be under the direct super­

vision of one licensed dispensing optician at the same time.
