AN'ACT

1 Relating to limited driving privileges for a person whose driver’s license is suspended for failure to have

2 motor vehicle liability insurance.
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* Section 1. AS 28.22.041(c) is amended to read:
(c) The department may grant limited license privileges only for medical care or for

work purposes [ONLY] to a person whose license has been suspended under this section if

(1) the person has filed proof of financial responsibility for the future as required
by AS 28.22.061;

(2) the person’s license has not been suspended two or more times under this
section or former AS 28.22.240 in the preceding 10 years;

(3) the department determines that the person’s or the person’s dependent’s
medical care needs cannot be met without severe hardship or the person’s ability to earn a
livelihood would be severely impaired unless [IF] a limited license privilege is [NOT] granted;

and
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(4) the department determines that a limitation can be placed on the license that

will enable the person or the person’s dependent to receive medical care or the person to earn
a livelihood without excessive danger to the public.
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
