A BILL

FOR AN ACT ENTITLED

"An Act relating to permits to carry concealed handguns; and relating to1

possession of firearms on state ferries."2

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:3

* Section 1. AS 11.61.210 is amended by adding a new subsection to read:4

(e) In a prosecution under (a)(7) of this section, it is an affirmative defense5

that the defendant, at the time of possession, was the holder of a valid permit to carry6

a concealed handgun under AS 18.65.700 - 18.65.790, the deadly weapon was a7

concealed handgun as defined in AS 18.65.790, and the possession8

(1) occurred within a propelled vehicle, other than a school bus, and9

the defendant did not exit the propelled vehicle; and10

(2) did not occur in a municipality or established village in which the11

possession of a concealed handgun is prohibited under AS 18.65.780 - 18.65.785.12

Sec. 18.65.705. QUALIFICATIONS TO OBTAIN A PERMIT. A person is19

qualified to receive and hold a permit to carry a concealed handgun if the person20

(1) is 21 years of age or older;21

(2) is eligible to own or possess a firearm under the laws of this state22

and under federal law;23

(3) has not been convicted of and is not currently charged under a24

complaint, information, indictment, or presentment with a felony under the laws of this25

state or a similar law of another jurisdiction;26

(4) has not been convicted, within the five years immediately preceding27

the application, of, and is not currently charged under a complaint, information,28

indictment, or presentment with, any of the following misdemeanor offenses or similar29

laws of another jurisdiction:30

(A) AS 11.41.230, 11.41.250, 11.41.270;31

(B) AS 11.46.315, 11.46.320, 11.46.330, 11.46.430, 11.46.484;32
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(C) AS 11.51.130;1

(5) has not been convicted of two or more class A misdemeanors of this8

state or similar laws of another jurisdiction within the five years immediately preceding9

the application;10

(6) has not within the 10 years immediately preceding the application11

been adjudicated a delinquent for a felony offense of this state or another jurisdiction;12

(7) is not now suffering, and has not within the five years immediately13

preceding the application suffered, from a mental illness as defined in AS 47.30.915;14

(8) has not been adjudicated as mentally incapacitated by a court of this15

state, another state, territory, or jurisdiction, or of the United States, unless the16

guardianship or similar arrangement has been closed or terminated and five years have17

elapsed since the closure or other termination;18

(9) is a resident of the state and has been for the90 days[ONE YEAR]19

immediately preceding the application for a permit;20

(10) has not been discharged from the armed forces of the United States21

under dishonorable conditions;22

(11) is not an alien who is residing in the United States illegally or a23

former citizen of the United States who has renounced the person’s citizenship;24

(12) is not an unlawful user of, or addicted to, a controlled substance;25

(13) is not now the subject of an injunction under AS 25.35.010 -26

25.35.020 unless the injunction has been dissolved or has expired;27

the application been ordered by a court to complete an alcohol treatment program;29

(15) is not now in and has not in the three years immediately preceding30

the application entered a substance abuse treatment program; and31

RECIPROCITY FOR HOLDERS OF CONCEALED17

HANDGUN PERMITS FROM OTHER STATES. (a) The department may enter into18

agreements with other states to provide reciprocity for holders of concealed handgun19

permits issued by another state to be permitted to carry a concealed handgun in Alaska20

provided the other state allows holders of concealed handgun permits issued under21

AS 18.65.700 - 18.65.790 to be permitted to carry concealed handguns in the other state.22

An agreement under this section, at a minimum, must provide that for a person issued23

a concealed handgun permit by another state to be reciprocally permitted in this state to24

carry a concealed handgun the person must submit25

(1) an application executed under oath that provides information that is26

substantially similar to that required under AS 18.65.710, including the statement27

required under AS 18.65.710(a)(3);28

(2) sufficient information to verify that the person holds a concealed29

handgun permit in the reciprocal state and to allow the department to register that permit;30

and31

(3) a reciprocal application fee that may not exceed the fee set for the32
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application and initial issuance of a permit under AS 18.65.720.1

(b) A person receiving a reciprocal permit under this section may carry a2

concealed handgun in the same manner and to the same extent as a person issued a3

permit under AS 18.65.700. Following issuance of the permit, all aspects concerning the4

regulation of the permit and the permittee are controlled by AS 18.65.700 - 18.65.790.5
