"An Act making and amending capital, supplemental, and other appropriations;1

making appropriations to capitalize funds; and providing for an effective date."2

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:3

* Section 1. ALASKA CLEAN WATER FUND. The sum of $14,158,100 is appropriated4

to the Alaska clean water fund (AS 46.03.032) for the Alaska clean water loan program from5

the following sources:6

General fund match $ 2,359,7007

* Sec. 2. ALASKA DRINKING WATER FUND. The sum of $8,808,400 is appropriated9

to the Alaska drinking water fund (AS 46.03.036) for the Alaska drinking water loan program10

* Sec. 3. ARCTIC NATIONAL WILDLIFE REFUGE OIL AND GAS. (a) The sum of14

open the coastal plain of the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge for oil and gas exploration and3

development.4
