Care for 5 

children between the time the school day ends and the work day ends provides additional opportunity for 6 

learning, a healthy, safe environment for play, and prevents children of working low income families from 7 

being alone and unsupervised. 8 

It is the intent of the legislature that the Department of Education and Early Development, Division of 9 

Early Development collaborate with the Department of Health and Social Services, Division of Family and 10 

Youth Services, to obtain maximum efficiency in licensing child care facilities.  It is also the intent of the 11 

legislature that, whenever feasible and cost-effective, the Division of Family and Youth Services assist in 12
