A BILL

FOR AN ACT ENTITLED

"An Act making supplemental appropriations, amending appropriations,1

reappropriations, and making appropriations for winter storm costs and for2

planning and design of a university museum; making a reappropriation under3

art. IX, sec. 17(c), Constitution of the State of Alaska, from the constitutional4

budget reserve fund; ratifying certain expenditures; and providing for an effective5

date."6

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:7

* Section 1. FIRE SUPPRESSION. The sum of $6,415,100 is appropriated from the8

general fund to the Department of Natural Resources for incurred fire suppression expenditures9

and fixed costs for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2000.10

* Sec. 2. DEPARTMENT OF ADMINISTRATION. (a) The sum of $118,600 is11

appropriated from the general fund to the Department of Administration, division of senior12

services, for operating costs of the general relief program for the fiscal year ending June 30,13
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2000.1

(b) The sum of $100,000 is appropriated from the public employees retirement trust2

fund (AS 39.35.020(6)) to the Department of Administration, division of retirement and3

benefits, for costs associated with an unexpected Public Employees’ Retirement Board election4

for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2000.5
